From the QWA Office

Perhaps the title of this piece should be “From the NEW QWA Office”, because we are now settled into our new location at The Sleeman Centre. The new office, while only the width of a brick wall away from the old office, is streets ahead in terms of size, ventilation and natural light. In addition to an increase in general floor space, we now have a comfortable meeting room which has already been put to use by the QWA Management Committee and the Cougars Club Committee, and it has also served for meetings with officers of Sport & Recreation Queensland (SRQ). The renovation of the rooms which now house our office were completed at minimal expense to the QWA, with all work being carried out by myself and John Nightingale.

Sporting Organisations in Queensland generally regard the August – September period as “crunch time”. Literally for Rugby League and AFL, whose finalists clash on the field, and figuratively for the rest of us, as we address the terms of state government funding programs which we hope will support our operations and development for at least another year. The QWA will shortly enter the final period of our current three-year funding term and over the past couple of months, we have prepared our operational plan and budget for 2003, negotiated with SRQ to arrive at agreed KPI (key performance indicators, for those strong enough not to have succumbed to the daily use of jargon and acronyms), updated our entry in the Government’s Sport & Recreation Organisational Database, gathered together data and information to construct our acquittal reports for the previous twelve months, and lodged plans and funding applications for two new projects to begin next year. One of these projects is a pilot for the development of weightlifting within schools with an exclusively female student population, and the other project aims to include the pioneering coach of the Mount Isa club, Peter Langdon, in the Qld Government’s new Rural / Regional Coach Mentor Program. It would be a bit premature to go into more detail about these projects, as the applications are yet to be assessed by SRQ, however if they become a reality, they will be of great practical benefit to the QWA in those targeted areas.

Of course, while all of these administrative tasks require a great deal of attention from the QWA’s staff and Management Committee, the actual sport of weightlifting goes on. Just a few weeks ago the QWA was represented by a team of 20 lifters, four coaches and a manager at the National Open & Under 20 Championships, in Adelaide. A detailed report of the event appears elsewhere in this edition of Weightlifting Queensland, but I would like to make mention of a particular aspect of the Queensland Team’s performance. Aside from the actual lifting, which was outstanding, the Queensland Team displayed a great sense of camaraderie. At every session in which a Queenslander competed, there was a sizeable group of maroon-clad supporters in the audience, urging their team mates on. This action, coupled with the new uniform lifting costume sported by all team members on the platform and the uniform tracksuit worn by most at presentations, made the Queenslanders stand out as a cohesive, supportive and proud team. Hopefully, all of those involved with future teams will make a conscious effort to keep this spirit alive, for the benefit and enjoyment of all concerned.

With the national championships behind us for another year, our focus turns to events closer to home, including the Masters League Final, Queensland 2000, and Qld All Schools Championships. So, even though the return of warm weather brings with it thoughts of lazy summer days, there is still plenty of weightlifting to enjoy before this year is out.

National Open & Under 20 Championships

This year’s National Open & Under 20 Championships were held in Adelaide on the 20th – 22nd September. The Queensland contingent included 20 lifters, 1 manager, 4 coaches and 4 referees. John and Vivien Nightingale, Anthony Salsone and Lachlan Hoole also went along to support the team.

The South Australian Weightlifting Association set the scene for an interesting and highly enjoyable event by deviating from the “normal” run of things and scheduling Premier sessions on the Friday and Saturday nights and engaging the services of Bob Kennett, a professional presentation manager whom many in the QWA remembered from his work with the 2001 Goodwill Games in Brisbane and the 2000 Sydney Olympics.

The Championships opened at the Novotel Adelaide Hotel on Friday night with the men’s 77kg and 85kg A Group. David DeRose was the first of the Queenslander’s to compete and he lifted well to secure the open silver medal and defend his National Junior Championship title. The B Group for 77kg and 85kg men was conducted on Saturday afternoon and James Turner, thoroughly enjoying his first national championships, achieved new PB’s on his way to fifth place in the open competition. Steady lifting from Bowen Stuart saw him win the silver medal for under 20.

Saturday’s first session included four Queensland lifters. Karuna Jones made the long haul down from Japan, where she is currently working, and the effort was certainly worth it for her first national championship gold medal, in the 48kg category, plus a couple of Queensland open records to boot. Erika Yamasaki also competed in the 48kg class, winning the junior championship and taking the silver medal in the open competition, behind Karuna. Erika also set new Queensland records in the U20, U18 and U16 age groups. More medals came Queensland’s way in the 53kg category, with Emily Jones winning silver in both open and under 20 age groups and Sherry Bower taking the bronze in the under 20’s with an equal total to Emily’s, at a slightly higher bodyweight.

Competing in the 62kg category, John Yamasaki won silver medals in the open and under 20 competition and delighted the audience by performing a reverse somersault before exiting the platform. Victoria’s David Sarkisian also drew a gasp from the crowd when he suffered a black out during his second clean. Shaken but unhurt, David contemplated returning for his third attempt at a national record but, perhaps wisely, decided to forgo it, having already won the category by a considerable margin.

The 58kg and 63kg women were up next and although there was a slight hiccup late in this session due to an error in loading the bar which led to two lifters repeating attempts at the corrected weight, Diana Loy maintained her focus in a close contest between the three front-runners in the 58kg class. Diana placed second to Tasmania’s Tara Crosswell by 2.5kg and finished ahead of South Australia’s Debbie Lewis on bodyweight. Tammie Bower did well in her first national junior championship, taking the bronze medal at under 20. Christina Watkins engaged in a tight battle for third place in the 63kg category, under 20, and finished just out of the medals but only 2.5kg behind the bronze position.

Saturday night’s session was billed as the Premier Event of the championships and the curtain went up on the 105kg and +105kg categories after the spectator area had been transformed into a formal dinner setting with tables mostly occupied by people who had not had much experience with weightlifting “in the flesh”, but who were looking forward to an entertaining night out. And entertaining it was, with good food, good drink and good lifting. In the 105’s, Paul Wheeler led South Australian Caleb Loades on bodyweight for third place after the snatch. Paul consolidated this performance by out-lifting Caleb in the clean & jerk to secure the bronze medal. Peter Foster turned it on as usual in the +105kg category, approaching every attempt with fire in his belly and a full head of steam. Damon Kelly gave a great performance, lifting new personal bests to win the junior championship and place second in the open division behind Olympian and Commonwealth Games medallist, Chris Rae.

Sunday began with the 69kg men’s category which contained two Queenslander’s. Ben Turner was the favourite, on the back of his 280kg total one week earlier. Although unable to repeat the 120kg snatch from that previous performance, the Queensland manager and coaches calculated that Ben needed a 160kg clean & jerk to beat South Australia’s Chris Rae for the title of Best Open Male Lifter, and he set out to do just that. Ben succeeded with 160kg and a 275kg total, winning the open and under 20 categories and the Best Lifter (male) in open and under 20 age groups. Adon McCallum was the youngest lifter in this class, indeed the youngest male in the championships, and he gained valuable experience, finishing fourth in the under 20 championship and achieving new personal bests in snatch and total.

The final session for women followed, with the 69kg, 75kg and +75kg categories lifting together. Tanya Harden, 69kg class, overcame a shaky start in the snatch to perform better in the clean & jerk, finishing in fifth place. Melissa Nightingale had a comfortable win in the open section of the 69kg category. Likewise, Deborah Lovely in the 75’s. Deborah also won the Best Lifter trophies for both open and under 20 categories, making a clean sweep of these awards by Queensland lifters. 

The last session of the championships was the men’s 94kg category. Robert Butler fought hard with Robbie Montaldo for the junior championship. Rob Butler’s PB snatch of 102.5kg gave him the edge over the lighter Western Australian and he secured the gold medal with his second clean & jerk.

Following hot on the heels of the Commonwealth Games, the absence of a number of Australia’s “big guns” at this year’s championships was noticeable. But that didn’t detract too much from what was a very enjoyable event. All of Queensland’s lifters performed extremely well, and the team shields for Open Women and Under 20 Men made the return journey to the Sunshine State.

Aside from the lifters, a number of Queensland officials also played an important part in the championships. Ian Moir, Kylie Booth and Angela Wydall refereed and Kylie and Angela were successful in their examination for the International Category 2 Referee licence. In addition, Mike Keelan and Ian Moir were announcers during the event and Amanda Phillips assisted in an official capacity at weigh-ins.

All in all, the 2002 National Open and Under 20 Championships were very successful for Queensland and much of this success can be attributed to the dedication and professionalism of the coaching and management team. Coordinated by Head Coach Miles Wydall, the assistant coaches, Peter Thomsen, Scott Robinson and Mike Keelan, together with Team Manager Greg Hobl, maintained regular communication with each other, and with the lifters and their respective club coaches in the lead up to the event. Once in Adelaide, a number of team meetings and coaching meetings were held, so that everyone was kept fully aware of every aspect of the event and of the performances expected from the lifters. Demonstrating, once again, the high level of support provided to Queensland teams by the QWA through the efforts of these skilled volunteer coaches and managers.

With this year’s national championships now behind us, it’s time to look ahead and prepare to go around again in 2003, when the National U16 & U18 Championships will be held in Adelaide in April, and the Open & U20 Championships will be in Melbourne in September.

Days Gone By

In the past weightlifting included lifts which would seem weird and wacky nowadays. The following description of the “two hands to shoulder and bent press” appeared in Bob Hoffman’s 1939 book about weightlifting.

The barbell should be taken to the shoulder with two hands and without restriction as to method and, having transferred into one hand, shall be grasped in the center, be elevated to arms length by means of lateral pressure. During the press from the shoulder it shall be counted cause for disqualification should any part of the bell be brought into contact with the hip. At the conclusion of the lift the trunk shall be erect, the lifting arm and legs straight, and the heels on a line about sixteen inches apart.
